We would like to take this opportunity to provide some 
background for new members of our parish family and to 
update the rest of you regarding the status of the 
infrastructure projects which were identified as priorities for 
our parish.  
 
We founded the Development Council in 2002 and have been 
meeting monthly to lay the ground work and build the 
infrastructure necessary to sustain a successful development 
strategy for our parish.  We labeled our look to the future 
“Vision 20/20” and developed a series of perceived needs 
that in 2005 the parish community at large identified and then 
prioritized to be: 
  
*1. Larger Activity Center for youth group and parish use 
*2. Additional meeting space for community outreach, adult 
education facilities, etc. 
  3. Church Library for availability of Bibles, spiritual books, 
videos, tapes, CDs, etc. 
*4. School Library 
*5. Day Care Facility providing day care during the work 
week   
*6. Middle School Classrooms   
  7. New Daily Chapel Space     
  8. Music Room for the Choirs   
*9. Church Tower 
*10. Additional Gym Facilities for use by the parish and/or 
school 
 
The Capital Stewardship Campaign “The Love of Christ 
Compels” was conducted to raise the capital required for the 
down payment to initiate plans to accomplish 5 of these 10 
objectives.  Thankfully, we had 40% of our parish 
community pledge toward the initiation of these projects.  
Although the campaign is over, we are continuing to receive 
donations and gifts toward these projects.  Surprisingly, even 
people who have completed their pledge are continuing to 
make donations to the projects, which is something none of 
us expected. 
 
How could it be better?  Through the generous gifts of some 
individuals and the Sisters of Saint Joseph, we have also been 
able to build the new school library and a new wing of 
classrooms.  
 
 So all told, of the 10 objectives we set 5 years ago, 70 % are 
accomplished, which are the objectives on your card that 
have the asterisk by them. 
 
Were they the right projects?  Was the need real or just 
perceived?  The Early Childhood Development Center is full 
with a waiting list. The youth program is growing.  The 
school student athletes are able to finish their practices and 
head home at 6:00PM rather than at 8:30 at night.  The 
school enrollment at all levels is growing.  There are 17 
events booked at the Family Activity Center during the first 8 
months of this year.  We are able to accommodate the 
requirements for meeting rooms and so we see the growth of 
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and the participation in our various ministries at Christ the King 
Cathedral to be at an all time high. 
 
We have come a long way. Obviously, however, we still have a 
long way to go.  Things have changed and it has been 5 years 
since we prioritized our goals as to what we all wanted to 
accomplish by 2020.  We want to focus again on our Vision 
2020.  Are there other things we need to be addressing and/or 
putting in place that were not on that last list or have priorities 
changed, perhaps?  We are hoping that you might have some 
ideas or thoughts to share with us.

The Family Activity Center was dedicated on Sunday, March 
1, 2009, by Bishop Rodríguez and officially opened on 
Monday the 2nd.  We want to take this opportunity to thank 
all of you again for all your prayers and Capital Stewardship 
Campaign pledges that have made this facility possible. 
 
Also, take a minute to come and admire the beautiful crucifix 
on the wall of the welcoming area donated by Dr. Steve and 
Catherine Tjia and Floyd Boone.   
 
The Family Activity Center also holds a restaurant grade 
kitchen as well as four meeting rooms, a Youth Ministry 
Room and a great Game Room.  We also thank the Knights 
of Columbus #3008 and parish members who donated to the 
room equipment and Virginia Buck who donated towards the 
purchase of flat screen TV’s for the Center. 
 
The Family Activity Center has been very helpful in 
providing more space for meetings and Religious Classes for 
Adults.  So far this year, classes have included That Man is 
You, She Shall Be Called Women, Longing for the Holy, 
Women of Grace, The Catechism of the Catholic Church and 
a Scripture study of the Gospel of John.  Parishioners have 
also scheduled various types of parties including birthday, 
anniversary, and graduation.  Also, we have provided some 
meeting rooms during the day for Community Outreach.  If 
you would like to book a room or get more information 
please contact Beverly Wink 792-6168 ext.

Another outstanding school year at CTKC has been put into 
the history books!  The 2009-2010 school year has come to a 
close, and so hallways are quiet as everyone takes a restful 
break before moving on to new challenges next year. The 
school year opened last fall with 350 students enrolled in 
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PreK-3 through 12th grade, including 50 high school students.   
Many of CTKC’s academic accolades were won throughout the 
spring.  In February, after a two year respite, CTKC once again 
hosted students from a dozen schools at the Private Schools 
Interscholastic Association (PSIA) district academic meet.  
Eighteen 1st-8th grade CTKC students placed 1st or 2nd in the 
meet earning them a place at the state meet where 135 schools 
competed.  Seventh grader, Joseph Soriano, accomplished a 
feat at state competition that not many others can claim:  a 
100% score in the 6th-8th grade dictionary skills competition.  In 
early March sixteen high school students placed in CTKC’s 
fourth year of participation in the TAPPS (Texas Association of 
Private & Parochial Schools) District Academic Meet allowing 
them to move on to the state meet in Austin.  Another ten 
students had artwork submitted to the state art competition.  At 
the state level, senior Allison Pyle became the TAPPS 1A State 
Champion Speller.  In late March, competing with scores of 
schools from across the Panhandle and South Plains area, 5th-
12th grade students won 25 special awards in 35 possible 
categories at the South Plains Regional Science & Engineering 
Fair.  For the second consecutive year, senior Grant Murray 
earned a gold medal at the regional science fair earning him a 
trip to once again compete in the Intel International Science & 
Engineering Fair in San Jose, California in May.  Also, at the 
regional science fair, thirteen 7th – 12th graders earned a spot to 
compete with over 1000 students from across the state at the 
Exxon-Mobil Texas State Engineering & Science Fair in San 
Antonio in April.  Two junior high students, Jonathan Andrew 
and Tristan Arioli won placed 2nd and 3rd overall, respectively, 
at this state competition.  
Not only did CTKC students achieve in their academics, they 
also succeeded in their athletic endeavors.  Many sports 
accolades were won throughout the school year.  Junior high 
students participated with many successes in the West Texas 
Christian Athletes Association (WTCAA) conference in six-
man football, volleyball, basketball, track, tennis, and golf.  As 
in past years, high school athletes continued to win many titles 
this year.  The high school six-man football team was the 
TAPPS 1A district champion this year for the fourth year in a 
row.  The girls’ cross-country team was runner-up and the 
boys’ cross-country team placed third at the TAPPS state meet 
in the fall.  The boys’ basketball team advanced to the playoffs 
for the fifth consecutive year and won the bi-district title again.  
The boys’ golf team also advanced to the state tournament for 
the fifth consecutive year and placed fifth overall.  The high 
school tennis teams led by sophomore Lauran Canale’s district 
championship in women’s singles won both the boys’ and girls’ 
district championships. At the state tournament, the girls’ team 
won second place overall. Thirteen track team members 
participated in the state meet in May with many placing as high 
as third place.  Many athletes were named to all-district teams 
throughout the school year in multiple sports.  Three senior 
basketball players were named to the boys’ all-state team 
placing CTKC players on the team for the third consecutive 
year.  Additionally, a golfer was named to the all-state golf 
team, and several athletes were named to academic all-state 
teams in multiple sports. 
At the end of the 2009-2010 school year, 38 kindergarteners 
“graduated” to first grade, 23 eighth graders advanced to their 
high school years, and hundreds of others moved on to the next 
stage of their education.  Eleven seniors, the largest class so far 
in the new high school, made up CTKC’s Class of 2010.  This 

sixth graduating class of the new high school accumulated 
over $360,000 in scholarship offers surpassing the average 
award offered per student in area public schools.  All eleven 
graduates have plans to attend colleges or universities this 
fall continuing the school’s success rate of graduates moving 
on to higher education or military service. 
With the CTKC School Board, CTKC School Foundation, 
Athletic Booster Club, CTKC Parish, and a very active Home 
& School Association, the school functions with a great deal 
of support from volunteers – parents, grandparents, 
parishioners, and many others associated with the school.  
Over 6000 volunteer hours have been recorded from parents 
this school year alone.  We are grateful for the support we 
receive from these groups as well as the CTKC parish.
